"Beshalach,"
means "When he sent" and
it is found in Exodus 13:17.

Soon after allowing the chil-
dren of Israel to depart from
Egypt, Pharaoh chases after
them to force their return,
and the Israelites find them-
selves trapped between
Pharaoh’s armies and the
sea. G2d tells Moses to raise
his staff over the wa-

ter; the sea splits to allow
the Israelites to pass
through, and then closes
over the pursuing Egyp-
tians. Moses and the chil-
dren of Israel sing a song of
praise and gratitude to G&d.

In the desert the people suf-
fer thirst and hunger, and
repeatedly complain to Mo-
ses

and Aaron. miraculousl
y sweetens the bitter wa-
ters of Marah, and later has
Moses bring forth water
from a rock by striking it
with his staff. He caus-

es manna to rain down from
the heavens before dawn

each morning, and quails to
appear in the Israelite camp
each evening.

The children of Israel are in-
structed to gather a double
portion of manna on Friday,
as none will descend

on Shabbat, the divinely de-
creed day of rest. Some dis-
obey and go to gath-

er manna on the seventh
day, but find noth-

ing. Aaron preserves a small
guantity of mannain a jar,
as a testimony for future
generations.

In Rephidim, the people are
attacked by the Amalekites,
who are defeated by Moses’
prayers and an army raised
by Joshua.

"Wrath is cruelty and anger
is torrential, but who can
withstand envy?" (Proverbs
27:4)

An envious person may well
prefer to endure suffering
as long as his fellow will
also suffer, rather than
enjoy good if that means
that others will also
prosper. This point is
illustrated by the parable of
a king who made an offer to
two subjects, one a lustful
person, and the other a
jealous person.

The king said that he would
fulfill any request that
either of the two would
make, and whatever that
person received, his fellow
would receive double. The
lustful person was silent,
because he wanted to
receive double of whatever
the jealous person
requested.

The jealous person would
not request a lavish gift
because he didn't want his
friend to be given double.
Instead, he said to the king,
"Poke out one of my eyes,"
thus assuring that his fellow
would become blind in both
eyes.

The verse warns that
hatred born of envy is the
worst kind of anger.
Ordinarily, hot-headed
people can be appeased,
but the anger of envious
people is uncurable.
Teachers of mussar say
that there is no cure for
three conditions: old age,
poverty caused by laziness,
and hatred born of jealousy
(Meiri).

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Al Osten passes in Calgary

ong-time philanthropist Al Osten, who made
life better for countless Albertans, has died,
according to the Chevra Kadisha of Edmon-
ton. He was 95.

Osten was born in Saskatchewan on Jan. 9, 1931 and was
raised in Edmonton before moving to Calgary — but not
before meeting his life-long partner, Buddy Victor.

They met in the United States as part of a doo-wop group,
The Rover Boys, while Osten pursued his musical dreams
and ambitions. The Rover Boys charted the hit “Graduation
Day,” which was covered by The Beach Boys, before the
group wound down.

While not a financial success, a call from Osten’s mother
led them to bring their funds together to purchase Weight
Watchers before it exploded in popularity in the 1960s.
They later sold it in 2013, with Osten saying that it opened
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up opportunities to give back to the community.

With over 65 years together, the dream was still strong as
Osten and Victor supported the arts from Broadway to Al-
berta — producing the original Little Shop of Horrors, in-
vesting in Hairspray and Back to the Future, and champion-
ing local performances across Calgary.

Victor died on Aug. 4, 2023, just shy of his 93rd birthday. A
funeral is being held for Osten on Sunday at 3 p.m. in Ed-
monton.
